Secretaries Report – Matters Arising
Transfer Forms are still not being completed correctly, the main problem appears to be with the team a player is transferring from as the majority of times the registration number is missing and the section that relates to cup competitions where a player has played in a competition needs completing so that the team are aware if the player is cup tied.  Therefore if not fully completed (that means ALL information) they will be rejected.

Also from last month it is pleasing to report that the conduct of some teams has improved since the last meeting, those teams where improvement has been seen are Billingham Cowpen Club, Crathorne Arms and Stockton Traders.  However The Mitre have slipped back below the required level.

Secretaries Report
Some Teams are telling opponents that they do not fill out a Match Sheet as they do theirs on line, this is not the case ALL teams MUST fill out a Match Sheet before the game starts (preferably) and hand to opponents.  For those who do the match return on line you need to complete your Match Sheet at end of game and then keep your copy.  At the end of the season the League Secretary will collect all Match Sheets from teams who have not submitted – any missing or not completed with both teams details or not completed correctly will be subject to fines as they would if submitting on a weekly basis.
There will be a two week break over the Christmas and New Year period (26 Dec & 2 Jan) with fixtures resuming on the 9 January 2011.  During this period I will not be available so any problems will have to wait until I return on 3 January 2011.
January fixtures will be published on website, if can be completed before the 16 December then will post out to Teams, if not done fixtures will be on website and posted out in January after the 3rd but bearing in mind games are on the 9th.

There will be a change to the on-line match return shortly where your team will be entered in a 4-4-2 formation, this will be implemented shortly, once I have the full details I will advise all concerned, therefore watch out for further information.

Please remember that all match returns and Match Sheet must be submitted before 6 pm on a Tuesday.

Five teams failed to have their Match Sheet or On-Line match return completed by 6 pm yesterday, these teams have all been fined.

There is one change to the published fixtures on 19 December in division two:

Crathorne Arms v Eaglescliffe Bazookas is postponed therefore new fixture reads:

Crathorne Arms v Thornaby Aerodrome Club – referee as per sheet.

It is now getting to that time in the season when matches are postponed due to the weather, just a reminder that you should get a referee to check your pitch if there is any doubt preferably on a Saturday so as to stop people turning up if not playable.  If the game is postponed prior to a Sunday then the referee is entitled to expenses only, however if you leave until a Sunday and he calls it off he is entitled to half fee and expenses.  You also need to get the referee to sign your Match Sheet to say he has called the game off and the reason why, if the referee calls a pitch unplayable (he may check without you) then you still need to submit a Match Sheet stating game postponed and the referee will advise the League accordingly.  Before you inform anybody else about a postponement you should advise the League Secretary first before anybody else.
