The Chairman opened the meeting at 7-30 and welcomed all to the meeting and advised that the League Secretary would be a little late as he was at Durham County Football Association.  He handed over to the Vice Chairman who gave a report on a recent Charter Standard meeting at Durham County Football Association, this included Members Service and renewal of Charter Standard also that the F.A are looking to teams to have two members qualified as first aiders in case one is a player (who may be the injured party). 

The League Secretary then arrived and the Chairman handed over to the League Secretary who advised that the minutes of the previous meeting had been posted on the League website; they were agreed by the meeting and signed by the Chairman.

Secretaries Report & Correspondence   

Secretaries Report – Matters Arising
As instructed at the last meeting I emailed both Durham County Football Association and North Riding County Football Association re Law 4 Players Equipment in relation to the instruction re tape on socks.  I received a reply from both, North Riding County Football Association stated the rules but John Topping (Durham) to bring up at F.A.

Match day registrations, certain teams are still not following the correct process, last Sunday I received a registration after 12 o’clock when game was finished, to make matters worse it was actually a transfer not a registration and the name was also incorrect, this caused a problem and only came to light when they tried to do their on-line return.  Also teams are still texting in registrations and then submitting in the correct time scale, therefore in future if registration not submitted by 6 pm on the Tuesday following a game then the team will be fined for failing to attend to correspondence and if persistent will be brought before the Management Committee.  The only exception to this is if somebody has a problem and they advise me accordingly why they cannot submit in time.

This was with regards to the Number of Teams in the League over the last three seasons, plus the number of referee’s and also a list of Teams disbanded last season (2011 – 2012) we lost 8 teams during that period.  

Secretaries Report
Player Insurance:  A number of Clubs will find a new list of players whose Insurance needs to be paid, I have also included some where no payment is due just so you have the details if you need to make a claim for them as there insurance has been paid by somebody else but they are still covered.

Fixture Changes: These have only been done this afternoon and are not included in the fixtures issued:

Premier Division:  Fixture Pot & Glass v Billingham Cons on the 11 November is postponed at the request of Billingham Cons, unable to re-schedule anything for Pot & Glass.

Division Two: Thornaby Griffin v Layfield Arms postponed on 18 November due to N.R County Cup, Thornaby Griffin and The Oxbridge v Fairfield Social is also postponed; re-arranged games are Thornaby Griffin v Fairfield Social referee Lee Chapman and The Oxbridge v Castle & Anchor referee Oliver Latimer.

Now is also the time to think about ground conditions and postponements, my advise is not to leave until the last minute, for new teams and Secretaries if you think your pitch is in doubt then get a referee to check the condition for you, it does not have to be the match referee as any league referee can check the pitch for you, the best way is to get a referee who lives close to your ground to check for you.  If you use a private pitch and they call the game off then you must get a letter or email stating that that they have called the fixture off.

Any Other Business:  Frank Keogh (Sun Inn Athletic) advised that there were problems again re parking at Darlington Back Lane pitch and they were no longer allowed to use the  Five Alls car park, the enforcement team had been round checking on the parking, the League Secretary to contact the Council. 
It was also brought up about the parking at Tilery and the fact that the gate to the field is locked and if an ambulance was required would not be able to gain access, once again the League Secretary to contact Council.
Peter Irish (Hartburn) highlighted problems he encountered with respect to Sportsguard and the Insurance, he stated he had a player injured August and to date had only received £100, should be paid fortnightly, League Secretary to seek advice on why this is.

There being no further business the Chairman reminded Clubs that the clocks go back one hour this weekend and he closed the meeting at 20-02.
