E-Mail from Teesside League – Listing players to be suspended from Billingham Athletic.  There are 10 players registered to Clubs in this League, all players should have or should be receiving a fine from League if not paid then they will be suspended by DFA.

Secretaries Report
I am starting tonight with a warning to all teams re Social Media sites, I have had to make a point with two teams recently with regards to comments made on Facebook which were totally unacceptable.  Messages were posted and then commented on by other players in this case with regards to a referee, this is totally out of order and both teams have been warned if there are any more comments on Facebook or any other Social Media site then the matter will be reported to the appropriate County F.A and they will deal with the matter.  Can I ask that you speak to your players and advise them about comments made on Facebook or other sites?  

The second point is with regards to postponed games, this is a reminder to all teams that as soon as you know your game is postponed you must advise the League Secretary before anybody else, last weekend one team advised me at 4-30 on the Sunday that the fixture had been called off on the Saturday, this is not acceptable.  Also most teams seem to have got their act together with the recent bad weather and have been having pitches checked prior to Sunday this way it saves people turning up.  There could be changes to fixtures involving Thornaby Jolly Farmers and Market Tavern if they win their respective outstanding cup ties.

Third point is with regards to the fixtures, with the bad weather and County Cup games being cancelled certain teams fixtures are piling up, they have become a bit of a nightmare and you may find yourself without a game, I am trying to re-arrange so that as many teams as possible are playing so you will need to bear with me in this matter.  There are also a number of cup games outstanding and these will be fitted in when and where possible.

Whilst on about fixtures it has been brought to my attention that Teams are refusing to play on a 3G pitch, I must remind teams that as long as League Rules are followed then there are no reason why a 3G pitch cannot be used.  Teams go to the trouble of arranging these pitches then their opponents say they will not pay on them. 
The next point is with regards to pitch fees, the Council have advised me on Monday that the following teams have failed to pay the second half payment: Thornaby Jolly Farmers, Sun Inn, Billingham Cons, Roseworth Social, Thornaby Sports & Leisure, Billingham Low Grange, Stockton Hardwick and Grangefield Park.  These need sorting out straight away; any problems then please contact Vicky Gater at Stockton Borough Council.  Vicky is to check again next Monday if any further fees have been paid, if not letters will be issued on the 24 February 2014 advising that the teams will no longer be able to use the pitches from this date due to non-payment of fees,

Presentation Night has been arranged for Friday 6 June 2014 which is before the World Cup starts it is to be held at Stockton Town F.C.
