Secretaries Report
Player Registrations:  Teams are submitting player registrations without the Respect Code of Conduct, or the fee, this is not acceptable, also Teams are failing to get these in on time (by 6pm on a Tuesday).  There are a number of players for whom I don’t have a Code of Conduct form for, as this is part of the league requirement in future if no form is submitted then a fine will be issued under league rule 5 (H).

Match Reports: The Gazette has advised that they are changing the day reports will appear to a Wednesday therefore we have to submit a report on Monday evening, therefore if your match return is not done by 6pm on a Monday then your team will not be mentioned in any report submitted to them.  The Northern Echo will remain the same plus we get double the amount of space in the Echo than we get in the Gazette.

Car Parking: I have received a complaint from the Council this week about parking at Darlington Back Lane, apparently last Thursday when Rimswell played St Marys there was a car parked on the field, this is not allowed.
