Secretaries Report
Match Sheets – 3 Teams failed to hand in any match sheets at the last meeting (still not any handed in) and therefore have been fined accordingly.  Match Sheets for 16 October to 20 November should have been handed in tonight if not already done so.  The standard of the Match Sheets submitted by a number of teams was way below standard, the Match Sheet should be fully completed, ie contain both teams and substitutes (played or not), match result, referee’s name and mark, man of the match (depending if home or away) any cautions or dismissals and finally it should be signed by a Club Official and the team submitting the form should also be listed.
I am also getting verbal complaints that teams are not exchanging match sheets in accordance with league rules, teams are reminded that match sheets must be exchanged before half time.  Also Teams turning up without Match Sheets and opponents supplying them with one, if a Team turns up without a Match Sheet then do not exchange but report the matter to League Secretary.

There is a new cup competition for the division two & three teams (Except Scott Bros & Moby Grape), full details in your envelope, competition starts in January.
Postponements, we are getting to the part of the season where games may have to be postponed, then you need to follow the correct process.  If your pitch is in doubt before a Sunday then you can get any league referee to inspect and advise, if he calls the game off he will advise me as such but you must also send League Secretary an email advising the game has been postponed, then you can advise the team and match referee.  If the fixture is called off on the morning of the game then the HOME Team needs to get the referee to state on match sheet why the game has been postponed and then he signs your match sheet, you will then submit this to League Secretary with 48 hours, the AWAY Team does not have to do anything in these circumstances.  The referee is then entitled to half the fee.  If you play on a private pitch then you need to get them to send me a letter or email advising they postponed the game. 

One further point is that Teams are registering players on a Sunday but need to be aware they need to submit the registration by 6 pm on a Tuesday otherwise they will be classed as ineligible for the game.

No fixtures over Christmas and New Year, fixtures restart 8 January 2012, fixtures already on website, please check this for referee appointments or any changes as I will not be sending out any appointments over the holiday period.

Once again I will put these notes on the website so you can check out anything you have missed or to use as a reminder.
