Secretaries Report
I am starting tonight’s report with a whinge about Match Returns and Match Sheets, since we introduced these this season we have found a number of errors between the website match return and the match sheets supplied to the referee’s, this was the reason we introduced these.  We have been checking these and for those teams that have not completed correctly there is a fine issued tonight.  Also a number are not being completed correctly, I did mention this at the last meeting but it appears to have fallen on deaf ears, there are a number of Match Sheets that do not include the competition, the names of the teams, the name of the referee and these are not being signed, again these all carry a fine.  Another problem is that teams are naming substitutes but it appears that if they don’t play then they are not being entered on the website, these should be added and left as unmarked so again we can check.   To date all teams concerned have been fined as a match sheet error, however in future further action may be taken re incorrect players on website.

I must bring to your attention and remind Clubs of the rules re player transfer and registration on a match day, firstly the details must be sent via text to League Secretary prior to 10-30 on a Sunday morning, and the Club would then add the new player registration to the website when they do their match return.  However for a transfer the League Secretary needs to complete before you can do a match return with a transferred player (better if this can be done prior to match day).  The completed form(s) then need to be submitted to the League Secretary by 6 pm on a Tuesday following the match failure to do so in future will make your Club liable to a fine.  

Also a reminder to Teams that the Match Return on the website needs to be completed by 6 pm on a Tuesday otherwise a fine will be imposed.  Two teams failed to complete this weekend, Hardwick Social Club and Billingham The Merlin.

Whilst on about match return it seems some teams are not completing the Sportsmanship marks or if they are there are a lot of teams giving each other 10 out of 10 for all three sections.  These need to be filled in honestly as they count towards the end of season awards.  For example in the Ian Gorman Memorial Trophy recently out of 28 teams playing 18 had full marks, this I find strange, one asks are Teams just ignoring these or can’t be bothered to complete.  All we ask is that you are honest in your marking, also if there is a low mark then that triggers an email to me and the matter will be looked into as to why a low mark has been awarded.  

Once again Teams are failing to follow league instructions with reference to Referee marks, again I have had to fine teams for failing to submit a report when marking a referee less than 55, I don’t have a problem with low marks but it needs to be backed up with a report, this can be done via the website or an email is acceptable.

A number of fixtures for 13 October will be changed due to the next round of the Durham Sunday Cup, once I have the draw I will sort out fixtures the games affected are as follows:

George & Dragon (Yarm) v Portrack (both in cup)

Norton George & Dragon v Rosegale N & S.A 

Billingham The Merlin v Thornaby Jolly Farmers 

Stockton West End v Billingham Low Grange 

You may well have seen on the League website that the League is supporting Daisy Chain and is the nominated Charity for this season.

I am also pleased to announce that following a Management Committee meeting the Management Committee have decided that the prize (£3000) that was awarded to the League for winning the Respect award last season it has been decided that every Club who were members last season (31 teams) then each team will be entitled to £100 each.  This money is to be spent on equipment of their choice, Teams need to decide what equipment they require then they must submit a written request to the league detailing what they require and the Management Committee will decide and approve the request.

Also as part of the award for the Regional winners we have received a £1500 coaching bursary voucher which can be used towards any courses we wish to have.  This has to be used by May 2014, so I could do with knowing which courses Team would like to attend then I can make arrangements with Andy Brown to get these organised. 

For the Durham teams there is an Invoice in your envelope tonight for Player Insurance, this needs to be paid by next Wednesday, failure to pay will result in your Team being suspended for the Sunday fixture, you will be liable to a fine for not paying and then will be charged with an unplayed game, which could result in a fine and points deduction.  Please note that if you signed a player and he has transferred to another team you are still responsible for paying the Insurance, and then ask the team that the player transferred to, to refund the payment, if the team refuse to pay then please contact League Secretary straight away.  You will also find that not all of the players have been invoiced as yet; I think they have only processed the ones up to the beginning of September and you will be invoiced for these at a later date.

I was asked by Durham County Football Association for your opinions on the FA rule whereby there is no appeal against a sending off, unless it is accompanied by Video evidence.  The reason for this is that Durham County Football Association are taking the matter up with the F.A but need support from Leagues and Teams with regards to this.  As we hadn’t had a meeting I responded on behalf of the League and basically I stated that I felt it was wrong that an appeal is not allowed, we don’t have the facilities to Video games and basically it meant that the referee was always 100% correct.

Arrangements for Sunday 13 October the results need to be text to Jes Lambert as well as any player registration and transfers.  The completed forms then need to be submitted to myself and I will sort these out.  For Sunday 6 October can I ask that all registration forms and transfer forms are handed in by the Monday evening so I can process these before going away, can I also ask if possible that you can complete your match return also by Monday evening.

Date of the next League Meeting is the General Meeting on Wednesday 27 November 2013
Once again I will put these notes on the website so you can check out anything you have missed or to use as a reminder.

There being no further business the Chairman reminded members of the date of the next meeting (27 November) due to the First Aid course next month and thanked the members for their support.  He closed the meeting at 19:56.
